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ABSTRACT
This document is an example of the format in which the work must be submitted to the 6th Ibero-American Congress of Special Concretes - Concrete and Sustainability (HACBAC2025), which will be held on the 18th and 19th of September 2025 in Faro, Portugal. The article should begin with a summary that clearly and concisely explains the objectives, content and conclusions of the article. The maximum length of the abstract is 250 words. The title, authors, abstract and key words must be presented as shown in this example. The abstract must not include figures, tables or references. In the case of preparing the complete article, the following information must also be considered.
KEYWORDS: each article must contain between three and five keywords. 
1.- INTRODUCTION
[bookmark: _GoBack]In order to maintain the uniformity of the proceedings of the event, strict compliance with these instructions is requested. The article must be submitted in PDF format.
The article must be 4, 6 or 8 pages in total, including the first page. The minimum length of the work is 4 pages and the maximum are 8 pages, including figures, tables and bibliographic references.
The sheet size is 17x24 cm. The top margin is 3.5 cm and the bottom margin is 2 cm. Both side margins are 2 cm.
2.- TITLES AND PARAGRAPHS
The text of the article must be 10 points in size, in Times New Roman font. All paragraphs must be justified, single-spaced, and with 10 pt space between paragraphs. References must be presented in brackets, as indicated below.
The main titles must be 10 points in size, in Times New Roman font, in capital letters, aligned to the left and in bold. You must leave an 18 pt space before the title and a 3 pt space after it.
2.1.- Secondary titles
Secondary titles must be 10 point size, Times New Roman font, in bold, aligned to the left, where only the first letter of the first word appears in capital letters. You must leave a space before the title 10 pt and a space after 3 pt.
2.1.1.- Third order titles
Third-order titles must be 10 points in size, in Times New Roman font, in bold, aligned to the left and in italics. Only the first letter of the first word appears in capital letters. You must leave a 10 pt space before the title and no space after. If possible, it is recommended to avoid using third order titles.
3.- EQUATIONS, CHARTS AND FIGURES
3.1.- Tables
Tables should be placed as close as possible to the location where they are first referenced. Tables must be numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals [Table 1, Table 2, …]. The style to be adopted is presented below. All information necessary to read the table must be placed in its caption. All subtitles must be centered, size 10 points, Times New Roman, in bold, with additional margins of one centimeter on both the left and right.

If text continues after a table, it must be a single-spaced blank line.
3.2.- Figures
All graphic elements (graphs, drawings, photographs, etc.) must be referred to as figures and must be numbered consecutively in Arabic numerals. In the text, refer to the figures as ‘Fig. 1’, ‘Figs 2 and 3’ or, if at the beginning of a sentence, ‘Figure 4’. Figures should be placed as close to where they are first referenced. All graphs, drawings, photographs, diagrams, etc. must be included in the single Word file to be submitted.
3.3.1.- Caption style for a figure
Figure 1 presents an example of how the figures should be presented, including the legend. Subtitles must be aligned in the middle, size 9 pt, in Times New Roman font, in bold, with additional margins of one centimeter on both the left and right.

If text continues after a figure, it must be a single-spaced blank line. If you start a new title, it is not necessary to leave a blank line. It is recommended to use the formats in Table 2 when preparing digital versions of figures.

3.1.- Equations
Mathematical equations and formulas should be aligned left within the box using Word's equation tools. They must be 10 pt in size, in Cambria Math font and must be numbered consecutively with a reference number in parentheses on the right margin.

4.- CONCLUSIONS
Always include a section at the end with the most relevant conclusions of your work. In case of enumerations, this structure should be used:

· Must have a maximum length of 8 pages.
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
